A cremation authorization will need to be signed by family members FOLLOWING the death of an individual. All (or a ma-
jority) of individuals in a next-of-kin class must sign the authorization. If a person does not live locally, or will not be attend-
ing the arrangement conference, the family must provide a fax number that can be used to process the cremation authorization
for that individual’s signature. Families may go to www.lakeshorememorial.com to obtain a PDF cremation authorization form
that may be faxed to our office.

Michigan law states that the right to control final disposition belongs to family members in the following order:

Spouse...Adult children (over 18 years old)...Adult grandchildren...Adult great-grandchildren...Parents...
Brothers and sisters...Nieces and Nephews...Grandparents...Aunts and Uncles...Cousins

The final disposition decisions may be made by a majority of the individuals in a next-of-kin-class (50% + 1). If a family
member cannot be located by reasonable efforts (last known address, phone number or email) by family members or per-
sonal representatives, the disposition may continue as long as there is a majority in the same degree of kinship.

If the majority decision does not yield a satisfactory result, a family member may petition the Probate Court for a possible
resolution.
